Explain giving relevant case
law and legal provisions.
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4. Prerna and Puneet got married on 10th February 2014.
It was agreed before their marriage that a car and Rs.
5 lakhs will be given to Puneet’s family at the time of
wedding or soon afterwards. But Prerna’s parents
failed to give the promised amount or car. As a result
Prerna was not allowed to ever visit her family. She
was not given nutritious food even when she was
expecting her first child. She gave birth to a baby boy
on 1st April, 2015. She developed some medical
complications thereafter, but was not taken to the
hespitzl or given any medication. Prerna died a slow
and painful death on 30th April, 2015.

Can Puneet be charged of any offence/s? Discuss.
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- Meenu, a 16 year old girl worked as a domestic servant
in Anita’s house. Anita lost her necklace and
suspected that Meenu had stolen it. She filed a
complaint against Meenu and both were called to the
Police Station. Meenu came with her mother and
Anita came with her husband. All were asked to leave
the Police Station except Meenu, whose presence was
required for further investigation. Gopal, a police
constable then had sexual intercourse with Meenu in
the Police Station, whereas another constable Madan,
touched her private parts. Meenu said that she did not
consent to the sexual intercourse and had protested
touching her body in an inappropriate manner.

Can Gopal and Madan be held liable for rape?
