B and C
in their attempt to make entry find that without using
sophisticated revolver to kill the security staff it will not
be possible to achieve their common object and
eventually they kill two of the security guards by -
firing at them. . This Jeads to commotion and the
automatic alarm system at the jewellery showroom
becomes operational. Police arrives within no time and
apprehend B and C immediately. A runs away from the
scene on the arrival of the police. D and E effect their
retreat successfully threatening the mob with dire
consequences by show of weapons. A, D and E are
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subsequently arrested. A, B, C, D and E are prosecuted
for the murder of the security guards under section 302
read with section 149 IPC. C and D contend that they
did not actually participate in the crime and A contends
that he was not physically present at the place of
commission of crime and was not a member of the
assembly. Decide the criminal liability of A, B, C, D
and E in respect of the charge framed against them.
