2. Discuss the definition, need and scope of rules of 

private international law. What efforts at International 

level have been made for unification of Private 

International law. (20) 
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3. Whether the following judgements can be recognised 

and enforced by Indian courts. Discuss with reference 

to the rules of private international law and judicial 

precedent. 

(a) An order of custody of child, who is an American 
citizen obtained by father from Superior Court of 

Washington in his favour. The mother had brought 

the child to India before the pronouncement of the 

order and the child is studying in India for last 

two years. 

(b) An expartae divorce decree is obtained from the 
court of Missouri, USA by the husband. He stayed 
for 90 days in Missouri and filed a petition of 

divorce there. The court assumed jurisdiction as 

he being bonafide resident of Missouri for 90 days. 

After obtaining decree he went back to Pittsburg 

where husband and wife last resided together. The 
wife never submitted to the jurisdiction of court 
and had replied in protest. Discuss and decide the 

petition. (20) 
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4. Explain the proper law of contract under English and 
Indian law. Refer to judicial precedents. 

'A' a registered company carrying on business in India 
and at other places. One of the place was Lahore, 

before partition. The head office is at Amritsar. 'A' 

entered into a contract with 'B', the government 
agents at Lahore in 1945, for supply of some cloth at 
Lahore for which the payment had to be made in 
Lahore. 'A' had been taking advance payments 
through a bank in Lahore from 'B' for supply of the 

cloth. In 1947, when partition took place 'B' fled to 
India and than wrote to 'A' at its head office for 
Rupees 1 lakh advance lying with 'A'. 'A' refused to 
pay, as Pakistan Government through an ordinance 
had frozen all evacuee assets and compelled 'A' to 
hand over money to custodian of evacuee property in 
Pakistan. 'B' filed a suit for recovery of money against 

'A' at Amritsar. Decide by applying proper law of 
contract. (20) 
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5. Discuss the English a~d· Indian position regarding 

choice of law in case of torts. Refer to judicial 

decisions. (20) 
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6. (a) Explain the terms 'domicile of origin' and 'domicile 

of choice' through judicial precedents. 

(b) Where is 'X' domiciled in following cases. Give 

reasons 

(i) 'X' is a minor whose grandfather lived in 

Pakistan. The father of the 'X' moved to 

Delhi with wife and 'X', after partition 'X' 

was born at Burma. The father of 'X' had 

been carrying business in Burma and died 

there. The father kept on writing to the family 

that he will return to Delhi after closing his 

business. 

(ii) 'X' is having Indian domicile of origin. He 

shifted with his wife to Sweden for a job. 

After two years he got the Swedish 

citizenship. 'X' returned to India after four 

years of stay to work in the Swedish 

company's Indian office at .Bombay. 

Thereafter 'X' got the job in Sydney, 

Australia. He went there along with his family 

on sponsorship permit. 'X' lost his job after 

6 months and the family returned to India on 

tourist visa, whereas 'X' stayed back in 

Australia. The family refused to go back to 

Sydney again even though 'X' got another 

job there. (20)
