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1. “Sensible things therefore are nothing else but so many sensible qualities, or
combination of sensible qualities.” How does Philonus explain that sensible qualities
are mind dependent ? Give your answer with reference to the First Dialogue.
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2. “The very same arguments which you admitted, as conclusive against secondary
qualities, are, without any farther application of force, against the primary too”.
Has Philonus been successful in rejecting the distinction between primary and
secondary qualities ?
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3.

“How comes it then, Hylas, that you pronounce me a sceptic, because 1 deny
what you affirm, to wit, the existence of matter ?”” Examine the arguments given
by Philonus to establish immaterialism or rejecting the concept of a material
substance. '
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“Every simple impression is attended with a correspondent idea, and every simple
idea with a correspondent impression. From this constant conjunction......I
immediately conclude, that there is a great connection betwixt our correspondent
impressions and ideas.” Explain with reference to Hume’s distinction between
impressions and ideas in the Treatise.
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“In advancing we have insensibly discovered a new relation betwixt cause and
effect.... This relation is their constant conjunction.” Do you think Hume is justified
in interpreting causation as constant conjunction ?
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“My object is to persuade all those who think Metaphysics worth studying, that
it is absolutely necessary to pause a moment, to propose first the preliminary
question, “whether such a thing as metaphysics be at all possible?”” Examine with
reference to Prolegomena of Kant.
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“All metaphysicians are therefore solemnly and legally suspended from their
occupations till they shall have answered the question, how are synthetic cognitions
a priori possible ?” Elucidate the above statement.
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Explain Kant’s doctrine of space and time as being pure forms of intuition ?
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
