In his hands the chisel worked miracles
and brought the stone to life. Behind his most famous pieces
of sculpture is a typical anecdote : a huge block of marble was
once offered to him when Leonardo had already refused it saying

that he could do nothing with such a colossal piece of rock.
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Taking up the challenge Michelangelo began to work. Slowly

‘the great rock took shape to become the superb study of David,

the shepherd boy.

Michelangelo was primarily a sculptor, yet one of his most
magnificent achievements, and for that matter one of the most
magnificent of all artistic achievements is his famous ceiling in

the Sistine Chapel Florence.
