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The study of the period's archaeology, coins, paintings, sculptures and the relevant 
literature have significant role in highlighting the ancient history, tradition, culture, 
civilization, norms of virtuous living of Tamils, and likewise the stone inscriptions are 
also of considerable utility. These are the laws, historical store houses, and remnants 
guiding the rules of virtuous living. They glitter strikingly as treasures of art, glimpses of 
the economic status and reflections of culture. They are the symbols of civilization and 
the treasures of knowledge which explain the political rules of the period. In brief, 
inscriptions are store houses of ways of life and guide to the various stages of 
development. In the inscriptions, there is no place for imagination, untrue stories and 
unreal accounts. The inscriptions contain only the truths reflecting the reality the way it 
was in existence. 
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
