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Rev. William Lee was born in 29.05.1814 at Islington. He arrived in Nagercoil in
February 1865 and took charge of Jamestown and lived in Agasteeswaram. He tried to
establish a mission at Kottaram. He moved to Trivandrum in March 1868. He renovated
the Leepuram Church in 1868. He was in-charge of Parachalai and appointed to
Nagercoil in 1875. He resigned from the LMS mission in 1887. Rev. Lee died in
Eastbourne on 20.08.1928. Lee street in Nagercoil and Leepuram village near
Kanyakumari have been named after him.
