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Foreign travellers Travellers from abroad give us interesting
information regarding the political, socia! and economic conditions in
medieval India. Al-Beruni's account of India durin Sultan Mahmud
Ghazni's conquest in his Kitab-ul-Hind is considered to be the finest
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foreign account of medieval India. Marco Polo who visited South
India in the latter part of the thirteenth century has given useful
information. The best known foreigners who visited India during the
pre-Mughal period were the Moroccan, Ibn Batuta, an Italian, Nicolo
Conti, who visited Vijayanagar around AD 1294, a Persian, Akbar
Razzaq who was the ambassador of Shah Rukh of Samarqand visited
the Vijayanagar kingdom ( From the sixteenth century onwards, the
European travellers who came to India have left a mine of information
for us.
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
