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Agriculture plays an important role in India’s economic life and development.
Though it is not comparable with what has been achieved in this field in
advanced countries; yet it still provides direct means of substance to nearly
70% of the population. It also supports indirectly various social services like

trade, transport and various cottage industries. It is not only a source of

_income but is also way of life for many people. It also provides employment

to nearly 70% of the labour force. Thus agriculture contributes in a big way

to the national product.
OR

Hindi is a Phonetic language. This is also a special feature of other Indian
languages. The Committee has, therefore, recommended that a technology
should be developed through which it should be possible to enter text
in Computers through speech only i.e., it should not be necessary to type
on Roman or Devnagari keyboard for ‘input’ on Computers and it should
be possible to enter data through oral pronunciation. The Department

of Electronics should undertake research and necessary steps for this

purpose.
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
